	 Deborah’s level of involvement in marine conservation is extremely impressive.  She is active in working 

with local government on grants and recycling initiatives to help the community and waterways.  She 

is currently working at the local government level in her community on the “East Hampton Plastic Bag 

Reduction and Recycling Act”.  She has also strongly advocated for the past four years on an initiative 

to stop a 55-year “tradition” of throwing balloons into the ocean during the annual “Montauk Blessing of 

the Fleet”.  

	 Deborah has created, hosts and produces a public access weekly television show entitled, “Keepin it 

Green”.  Her most recent filming is “The Gulf Oil Spill: What Have We Lost?” with Dr. Carl Safina, author, 

President and Co-Founder of Blue Ocean Institute, leading in on the panel discussion.  Deborah’s level of 

commitment to marine conservation, to furthering her education, and to service activities are especially 

remarkable given that she is simultaneously raising a family of four children.

	 The $2,000 scholarship funds will be applied to cover 

some of Deborah’s expenses involved for a summer 

field course in Marine Protected Areas. This class takes 

place in Belize. Field study is a requirement for the 

Marine Conservation and Policy Program. Personal 

research is an integral part of her life and is fulfilled 

not only in the course of formal education, but also 

through an awareness of and participation in local 

issues regarding the marine environment.

A $2,000 scholarship, sponsored by 

Aggressor Fleet and Dancer Fleet,  is awarded 

to a qualified woman of any age who is 

enrolled in an accredited academic or research 

program in the field of marine conservation.

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Dancer Fleet expects passengers to have a 
safe and fun dive vacation as they leave 
their worries at home. We understand that 
our guests take their vacation time serious-
ly. A named meteorological disturbance 
can make the seas rough everywhere, ad-
versely affecting valuable dive time. This is 
why Dancer Fleet has developed a “Storm-

Check” policy. This policy will compensate guests who lose days 
of diving on Dancer Fleet charters as a result of a named meteo-
rological disturbance.
      Any guest whose diving is interrupted as a result of a 
named storm will receive a credit voucher based on the num-
ber of days of diving missed in the form of a “StormCheck”. 
If the entire charter week is cancelled in advance due to a 
storm’s predicted path and landfall as forecasted, guests will 
automatically receive a “StormCheck” voucher for the total 
amount of their Dancer Fleet charter. “StormCheck” vouchers 
allow guests to return to that destination within one year of the 
interrupted trip. The “StormCheck” applies to passengers who 
do not receive compensation from their trip insurance car-
rier. “StormCheck” vouchers are not issued when the guest is 
unable to get to the destination due to transportation issues, 
whether a result of the storm or any other conditions and the 
yacht is not affected for the entire charter.
